Dry—Less or no milk, majority of drink 
is foam; in references to a Cappuccino 

—E— 

Espresso—Basically, extremely strong  
coffee by forcing hot water under pres-
sure through finely ground coffee beans 

—F— 

Foam—Lots of bubbles trapped in the 
milk.  
Frappe—Ice+Espresso+Milk then blend 

—H— 

Half-Caf—Half caffeinated/Half Decaffein-
ated. Also called “Split Shot” 

—L— 

Latte—Italian for milk. Made with es-
